With its roots in folk tradition the Guča Trumpet Festival 
has evolved into a world renowned event in the 21st cen-
tury. Located in the picturesque village of Guča, it welcomes 
each year the best trumpet players and international brass 
bands, making it the world’s “undisputed trumpet capital”. 
Music program is accompanied by all-around folk sports, 
exhibitions of folk handicrafts, traditional dishes, paint-
ers and poets. In 2010 the festival marked its 50th anni-
versary during a ten day celebration attracting more than 
800,000 visitors from all over the globe. Goran Bregović and 
his Wedding and Funeral Orchestra sent the audience into 
delirium with their spectacular performance at this jubilee 
edition of the festival.

Nišville was born in 1981 under the name Naissus, and its 
beginnings were relatively modest, in the venues like con-
cert and theatre halls. During three decades it has evolved 
into the most visited jazz festival in the region, welcom-
ing names like Solomon Burke, Benny Golson, Incognito, 

now being held in an open space that can accommodate 
more than 4,000 people. Apart from the main program, the 
accompanying program features many more bands and per-
formers. During the festival, jazz workshops are being held 
for almost all jazz instruments.
